BY-LAWS
Ham Radio Expeditionary Group
Seneca, South Carolina
July 1, 2011

Section 1:  MEMBERSHIP

A. Applications for membership must be in writing on the form prescribed by the Secretary and shall be submitted at a regular meeting.
B. Applicants must express a willingness to abide by the Constitution and by-laws and such rules as may be promulgated by HREG.
C. The majority of the voting members must vote on the applicant’s application. Full membership privileges shall be awarded upon payment of the required dues and assessments.

Section 2:  MEETINGS

A. Regular meetings shall be held within the first week February and July at a location specified by the President or in his absence by a majority of HREG.
B. The President, upon written or verbal request by any three or more members of HREG, will call a special meeting.  Efforts to inform all members must be made by email or verbal notification not less than 48 hours prior to the special meeting and business transacted.
C. Emergency meetings may be called at any time by the President to manage situations of emergency or disastrous nature.  Regular Club business will not be conducted during these meetings.

Section 3: DUES

A. A regular assessment of $20.00 per voting member is hereby assessed in accordance with the provisions of Article V of the Ham Radio Expeditionary Group Constitution for the purpose of providing Funds for Ham Radio Expeditionary Group expenses.
B. Membership dues are owed and payable every July.

Section 4:  VOTING PREVILEGES

A. All membership dues and assessments must be paid in full before any member will have the privilege of voting.
B. Voting by electronic means (email, text message, etc) shall be permitted.



Section 5: FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the Club shall commence on the first day of July and shall end on the last day of June.
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Section 6:  COMMITTEES

The President shall appoint committees as required.  



Section 7:  REORGANIZATION

In the event the Ham Radio Expeditionary Group must be re-organized because the Executive Board and/or the Club is no longer able to function in accordance with the Constitution and/or By-Laws of the Club, the following procedures will be followed:

A. An interim Executive Board will be elected to serve for the remainder of the current fiscal year.
a. A temporary leader will be selected by those members present to oversee the nominations and election of an interim President
b. The newly elected President will hold nomination and elections for the remainder of the interim Executive Board.
B. The President will appoint a By-Laws committee to examine and recommend any changes to the Club Constitution and/or By-Laws that may be necessary.  The recommendations of the By-Laws committee must be submitted to the Executive Board within 90 (ninety) days from the start of the reorganization.
C. The newly elected interim Executive Board will carry out the duties of their elected office as prescribed by the current By-Laws with these exceptions:
a. The President, at any regularly scheduled Club meeting during the period of re-organization and with the approval of a majority of the Executive Board and a majority of the members present, may suspend and/or modify membership and/or voting procedures as prescribed in the current By-Laws for a time not to exceed the current fiscal year.
b. Any modifications approved under Section 7, C (a) will also end in the event new By-Laws are approved by the membership in accordance with the latest revised Constitution.

Section 8:  DISBANDMENT – DISPOSITION OF CLUB ASSETS

In the event that the Ham Radio Expeditionary Group ceases to exist (does not include a change of name or re-organization) all Club assets will be sold.
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
